Who We Are: Institute for International Sport

The Institute for International Sport (IIS) was founded in 1986 by Daniel E. Doyle, Jr. The basic concept of the Institute was rooted in Doyle's experiences while traveling in Europe and Cuba.  As a basketball player and coach, Doyle saw the power of sport as a medium to foster friendship and goodwill.

As the Institute approaches its 25th anniversary, the mission remains the same:
· To promote and improve relations among nations, particularly in nations experiencing internal conflict;

· Encourage individual growth and the development of human potential in young scholars throughout the world;

· Develop global awareness in future world leaders;

· Use sport and the arts as mediums of peace;

· Develop a large network of Scholar-Athlete Games graduates who act as peace brokers in their respective communities and countries;

· Promote ethical behavior, good sportsmanship and good sports parenting on an international basis;

· Facilitate, among Institute alumni, a humanitarian approach in their actions as they develop as leaders;

· Provide parents and sports educators with sound ideas they can employ when raising and teaching children who play sports.

What We Do: World Scholar-Athlete Games

The World Scholar-Athlete Games invites high achieving athletes and artists to come together over one week to not only participate in their area of specialty but also to engage in conversation about subjects that are applicable to any country.  During this series of workshops, participants develop initiatives for social entrepreneurship in their local communities.  This summer, the WSAG will take place from June 26 - July 4, 2011 in Hartford, Connecticut.  We will welcome up to 2,000 participants from virtually every country in the world.  The 2011 program will be the sixth of its kind on a world scale.  Other Scholar-Athlete Games have taken place in Australia, Israel, Northern Ireland, and the Republic of Ireland.

Taking It to the Next Step: World Youth Peace Summit

Recognizing the energy our participants have upon leaving the WSAG but not necessarily having the tools to put that energy into action, the Institute for International Sport will celebrate the inaugural World Youth Peace Summit (WYPS) immediately following the World Scholar-Athlete Games. The WYPS mission is to develop current and former scholar-athletes and scholar-artists from around the world into successful peace advocates. By providing the opportunity to study peace policies through four days of an intensive series of lectures and workshops, the Summit will furnish participants with practical knowledge to help develop and implement their own peace initiatives in their home communities. 

Some initiatives may focus on such large-scale issues as poverty, nuclear proliferation and the environment. Other initiatives will be community-based, social entrepreneurship programs that foster peace, like conflict resolution, youth sports programs, mentoring and civil rights. These community leaders of all ages will create a grassroots global network of peace advocates and foster a more peaceful world.

Along with the appointment of Amir Dossal, a veteran member of the United Nations, as Special Envoy to the World Youth Peace Summit, a schedule of world-renowned speakers includes General Colin Powell, Nobel Laureate Jody Williams and Claes Nobel.

Our Future: Center for Social Entrepreneurship

An important outcome of the 2011 WYPS will be the Center for Social Entrepreneurship (CSE), a permanent center whose four primary goals will be to:
· Assist 2011 WYPS participants implement their Pathways to Peace initiatives; 
· Plan the 2016 WYPS and subsequent Summits which will be held at five-year intervals;
· Conduct empirical research with regard to the efficacy of Pathways to Peace initiatives; and
· Award grants to exceptional Pathways to Peace initiatives.   

The CSE will support the implementation of the thousands of Pathways to Peace initiatives that result from the Summit.  From its single location, the CSE will provide administrative direction, information, and opportunities to network with other organizations and people who might be helpful in advancing their efforts.  Project implementation may connect to existing service projects or new efforts.  Some Pathways to Peace initiatives will focus on large-scale issues such as poverty, nuclear proliferation and the environment.  Other Pathways to Peace initiatives will be community-based programs involving some project that fosters peace, such as juvenile justice, conflict resolution, youth sports programs, mentoring and civil rights. 

The Center for Social Entrepreneurship will become an international center of world peace, providing financial support to innumerable worthy projects.  The CSE will host peace conferences, lectures, and other gatherings, and reach out to organizations that have connections beyond state and national boundaries.

At the end of each day, all participants will attend the keynote speech.  On July 4th, the schedule consists of a large workshop and the closing ceremonies of the World Scholar-Athlete Games and World Youth Peace Summit.

The State Department Sports Envoy Program
Working with the national sports leagues and the U.S. Olympic Committee, athletes and coaches in various sports are chosen to serve as envoys or ambassadors of sport in overseas programs that include conducting clinics, visiting schools and speaking to youth. The American athletes and coaches conduct drills and team building activities, as well as engage the youth in a dialogue on the importance of an education, positive health practices and respect for diversity. After a 15-year career as a professional soccer player during which he led the D.C. United to two consecutive MLS Cups, Tony Sanneh established the Sanneh Foundation because, as he said,  “the community helped raise me and that’s what I’m trying to reproduce” by leveraging various community resources.  Based in St. Paul, Minnesota and extending its reach throughout the midwest, the Foundation assembles supportive networks within the community that provide positive environments for urban youth to become confident and productive adults. Recently, Tony’s foundation has been assisting recovery efforts in Haiti and running a Sanneh Soccer camp in the U.S. Virgin Islands.
Community-Based Resources and Project Implementation

The focus of this workshop will be on turning an idea for a community peace project into a concrete, workable plan for implementation. Participants will be encouraged to sharpen their visions into specific proposals as part of group discussions. We will then talk about community resource mapping, including how to identify resources in your local community, and how to leverage them as part of your project, utilizing participants’ own communities as examples. We will conclude with a brief discussion on coalition building, and how that can help with project implementation and expansion. Becca Heller is Director and Co-Founder of the Iraqi Refugee Assistance Project. Her interest in the legal challenges facing Iraqi refugees began on a trip to Jordan during law school. During her stay, she visited with six different refugee families; each of them identified legal assistance as their most urgent need. Having just completed her first semester in Yale Law School’s Immigration Legal Services clinic doing asylum work, Ms. Heller believed that law students could assist refugees applying for resettlement. She returned to Yale and, together with Jonathan Finer, founded IRAP in 2009.  Prior to law school, she lived and worked in Sub-Saharan Africa for two years, including one year as a US Student Fulbright Scholar in Malawi.
Utilize Your Community Resources to Launch Your Venture by Ashoka’s Youth Venture
The Youth Venture Program enables young people to learn early on in life that they can lead social change. Grant writing 101

Grant writing is an art that can be developed through continuous practice.  Grant writing and finding the appropriate funding source are time-consuming endeavors that require commitment, persistence and concentrated effort.  The successful grant writer will have planned, researched, packaged and submitted a proposal.  In this short course, you will learn about the types of grants available, standard application procedures and resources available to everybody. Since 1966, the Capitol Region Education Council (CREC), working with and for its member districts, has developed a wide array of cost-effective and high-quality programs and services to meet the educational needs of children and adults in the Capitol Region. Kathy Randall began her career at CREC in May of 2002 as the Interdistrict Grants Coordinator, and is still the principle contact for the agency and districts in the CREC Region.  She completed an intensive “Grantsmanship” training on grant management and grant writing, and is an experienced workshop developer and presenter.  She researches for grant and program opportunities and develops proposals for the population of the Capitol Region and the State of Connecticut. 
Coaching Peace

We teach our children every day that games are like wars. They are battles we must win. We talk of opponents being the “enemy”; they wear different colors and follow a different leader. When we coach we use words like conquer, destroy, attack, defeat, and crush. Our good sportsmanship is celebrated as the exception, the feature story on a slow news day. Our respect for others is not admired and we don’t get magazine covers for having fun. We speak a lot about changing the “win-at-all-costs” attitude in youth sports today, just as we speak about Peace in the world. It’s something we all say we want, but do not have the tools to do so. Coaching Peace is the tool. Through this interactive workshop participants will be introduced to a new lens of coaching sport: one that integrates peace theory and helps expose the structural and cultural themes that perpetuate violence. The workshop will combine small group discussion and interactive learning to examine the current state of coaching and brainstorm how peace can be infused into sport. Through a series of hands on activities participants will learn how to move from fear based to skills mastery and intrinsic motivation. Diana Cutaia has been involved in athletics in a number of capacities for more than 20 years. In 1999 Cutaia started Advance Sports Consulting. Advance Sports offers a multitude of services including conducting motivational and educational workshops on topics such as coaches’ trainings, gender equity, developing girls sport programs, sport-based youth development and bullying in sports. Recently Cutaia began a new project entitled Coaching Peace. Coaching Peace aims to educate coaches, parents and league administrators to understand that power that sport has to develop more peaceful individuals and communities. Through a new lens coaches will enhance their ability to teach sport specific skills, support positive youth development and eliminate violence and the culture that breeds it from sport.

Foundations of Collaborative Leadership

GYLI’s Foundations of Collaborative Leadership:  Learn the basics needed to understand and teach others to work collaborative including the seven qualities of the GYLI collaborative leader. GYLI was founded as a positive response to the events of 9/11/2001 by a group of educators in Chicago, IL. Their intent was to create dynamic experiences that included multiple schools, students and teachers, and a variety of 21st century skills and ideas: collaborative leadership, multi-cultural identity, and environmental sustainability to help students see the power they have to change communities for the better. Matt Nink has been the Executive Director of Global Youth Leadership Institute since its inception in December of 2005.  He also has fifteen years of experience as an English teacher and administrator at three high schools in Wisconsin. Matt holds a Bachelor’s Degree in English from Boston College and a Master’s Degree in English from Northern Illinois University.  Among his achievements, Matt has developed and improved many dynamic programs for students and teachers and was also a part of many successful efforts to raise awareness about diversity issues in schools.

Building Community Partnerships in Sport and Social Change—A Case Study of Project GOAL and Brown University

Since its inception in 2004, Project GOAL (Greater Opportunity for Athletes to Learn)—the only sport for development non-governmental organization in Rhode Island—continues to successfully use soccer and the passion that children have to play as a hook to prevent youth gang activity/violence and improve the academic performances and teach life skills for children in the hope that they will graduate, and, for some, receive scholarships to private high schools. This past year, Project GOAL and the official sport for development club at Brown University- “Brown for Sport, Development and Peace (SDP)” - have developed a mutually beneficial partnership. Both organizations have been able to grow in terms of raising awareness as well as funds as a result of their partnership. “Brown for SDP” has sent volunteers to participate in both the classroom and soccer portions of the program. Project GOAL members have come to the Brown University campus and participated in several events hosted by “Brown for SDP.” This past year, Project GOAL members participated in Relay for Life and Grassroots Soccer Lose Your Shoes 3 vs 3 soccer tournament. Facilitators: Darius Shirzadi, Project GOAL, Matt Doyle, Brown for SDP, Brown University, Eli Wolff, Sport and Social Innovation Project, Brown University.
Promethean Spark: Teaching Life Skills through the Arts
PSI works with children and youth (from the streets, slums, orphanages, drug-rehab centers, prisons and leprosy colonies) teaching discipline, focus, concentration, perseverance, respect, self-esteem, and leadership through arts-based programs. If you sent these kids to school, most of them would flunk out in one day. They have never been given the basic tools necessary to succeed. Utilizing a proven methodology and specialized curriculum, Promethean Spark does life coaching while training youth in various styles of music and dance. The lessons they learn from the programs are invaluable as they apply them to any endeavor they may choose to pursue the rest of their lives. Promethean Spark Founder and President Shaun Parry, is a veteran performing artist from New York City. He was an Eagle Scout and received his BFA from BYU in Music, Dance and Theatre. He has taught, performed, choreographed or directed in 17 countries and nearly every state in the U.S. His career spans Broadway, Off-Broadway, National and International Tours, the Metropolitan Opera, Cruise Lines, Ballet and Modern Companies, Ballroom National Championships, MTV and more. Shaun is on the Board of Trustees for the Musical Arts Academy of Nairobi, is a member of the Advisory Board for Rising Star Outreach of India and is a guest lecturer, teacher and director/choreographer at numerous Universities around the globe.

Our Story: Lacrosse the Nations

Lacrosse the Nations uses lacrosse as a way to improve children’s lives in the developing world. Come learn about the remarkable success of their first programs in Nicaragua. Carrie Sparkes recently graduated from Middlebury College as a joint major in Psychology and Sociology and a minor in Elementary Education. She just returned from four months in Nicaragua as an intern for the sports-based development organization, Lacrosse the Nations. The 501(c3) non-profit has brought the sport of lacrosse to a trash dump community in Nicaragua. She developed a life skills curriculum for the program which combined her interest in education, travel, development and lacrosse. She is currently coaching Lacrosse at the World Scholar-Athlete Games. Norman Noe Velasquez Esquivel was born in Managua, Nicaragua. Norman is a dedicated and inspiring coach for the non-profit organization Lacrosse the Nations. He has been the head coach for the lacrosse program at the School of Hope in La Chureca for the last year and a half. He also teaches guitar classes at the school. “A Little Known History of Discrimination in New England: The Ku Klux Klan’s Attacks on Franco-Americans in the First Half of the 20th Century"
This lecture will focus on the discrimination suffered by Franco-Americans after they migrated to New England when farmland in Quebec became scarce.  Dr. Angelini will outline the historical connection between the French Canadians and New England, with particular attention given to Ben Levine’ s documentary, “Réveil – Waking Up French: The Repression and Renaissance of the French in New England, and the KKK in New England.” Eileen M. Angelini is a recipient of a Canada-U.S. Fulbright award as a Fulbright Visiting Research Chair in Globalization and Cultural Studies at McMaster University. She is Professor of French at Canisius College and served as Chair of the Department of Modern Languages from 2006-2009. Previously, Dr. Angelini was Director of the Foreign Language Program at Philadelphia University where she emphasized not only the professions but also cross-cultural communication and cultural sensitivity in today’s global environment. Her exemplary teaching skills have been recognized with the 2008 AATF Dorothy Ludwig National Award for Outstanding Teacher of the Year at the University Level and the 2007 NYSAFLT Ruth E. Our Story: Kampala Children’s Centre

Kampala Children’s Centre is an organization in Uganda born to give hope to the marginalized, to advocate for children’s welfare and to give them a brighter future. In 2005, Kampala Children’s Centre was opened to rescue children from Displacement Camp, city slums and streets. There are 106 children currently living at KCC with more than 230 supported in the local community. Within five years Kampala Children Centre has become the biggest employer in the community, thus contributing greatly to the economy of the area and is officially recognised by the Ugandan government as their exemplary model of a children’s home. In 2004 after adopting and fostering 14 children in his home, Arnold Muwonge founded Kampala Children’s Centre. Arnold was born into a loving family of 21 children and grew up during the tyrannical days of Idi Amin and the genocide while living in Rwanda. His upbringing, coupled with the reality of the abduction and murder of Ugandan children during the rebel insurgency of Joseph Kony, has left Arnold dedicated to community transformation and social entrepreneurship through nurturing, training and equipping the children to become responsible adults who are able to resettle and participate in the social-economical development of their communities and to become initiators and contributors to peaceful co-existence.
Image is Everything? A Workshop on Body Image, Self Esteem & the Media
A poor body image can lead to several negative outcomes including emotional distress, low self-esteem, unhealthy dieting habits, anxiety, depression, and eating disorders. Developing a positive body image and a healthy mental attitude is crucial to an individual's happiness and wellness. This workshop will consist of uncovering hidden media messages, realizing positive and negative perceptions of people, evaluating the meaning of our perceptions and integrating knowledge into self-perception.  The objectives of this workshop are to identify positive and negative attributes of role models, discuss values about personal appearance, and understand the impact of nutrition, exercise, and social connectivity on feelings of self worth.  Participants will leave the workshop with sharpened analytical skills in interpreting media images, empowered use of health promoting behaviors, and improved self image/sense of worth. A former NCAA athlete and the first female US athlete to compete in Iran since the 1979 revolution, Dr. Sarah Kureshi has a strong passion for using sports as a tool for development, peace, violence prevention, and health education. A graduate of University of Central Florida (B.S., Biology), Mayo Clinic College of Medicine (M.D.) and Harvard School of Public Health (M.P.H, International Health), Dr. Kureshi completed her residency in Family Medicine at UCSF in 2010 where she was a global health clinical scholar providing care to a multicultural, urban, underserved populations. Informed by her interest and work within the Muslim community addressing health-related issues, she has worked with girls rescued from sex trafficking in New Delhi, lady health workers in earthquake-affected Kashmir, and the Somali refugee community in Minnesota.

Video Production and Media Strategies for Your Project

Learn how to craft a media strategy for your project by utilizing video to spread your message. Duane P. Pierre is the founder of Channel Xiro Media, LLC, a holistic multimedia production company that serves social justice and youth organizations throughout CT. After 8 years of working in the Public Affairs Department of Cox Communication’s Meriden franchise area, where he produced and directed public service announcements for non-profit organizations like Girls, Inc., Boys and Girls Club, Habitat for Humanity and the Lion’s Club, Mr. Pierre left to continue his work with community based organizations to found Channel Xiro Media.

Bill is also a manager and management consultant, and served with McKinsey and Company for almost 10 years. He has served in the White House, and taught both law and management at Stanford Law School and Harvard's Kennedy School of Government. He is currently board chair of Get America Working! and Youth Venture, both major innovations for the public good. Bill Drayton has received many awards for his achievements, among them the MacArthur Fellowship. 

Bill Reese is the President & CEO of the International Youth Foundation which engages governments, civic organizations and businesses to educate and empower youth to address global challenges. Charles Moore, A gold medalist in the 400 metre hurdles in the 1952 Olympics, Charles Moore, Jr. is executive director of the Committee Encouraging Corporate Philanthropy. From 1994-1999, he was Director of Athletics at Cornell University. Prior to that, Charles was president and CEO of several multinational manufacturing companies, including Ransburg Corporation, Clevepak Corporation, Allied Thermal, Lapp Insulator, and Lenape Forge. Currently Governor of the National Art Museum of Sport, he has served with the U.S. Olympic Committee, is a member of the U.S. National Track and Field Hall of Fame and in 1984 received the Herbert Adams Memorial Award for Advancement of American Sculpture. 
Voice of the Nobel Laureate

Jody Williams is the exemplar for social entrepreneurship in the pursuit of peace. She received the 1997 Nobel Peace Prize jointly with the International Campaign to Ban Landmines (ICBL) campaign. The organization achieved its goal in 1997 when an international treaty (Ottawa Treaty) banning antipersonnel landmines was signed in Ottawa. She saw a need, set a goal mobilized people with courage and determination to make a change that impacted our entire planet. Her inspirational leadership made especially effective use of mass collaboration, a form of collective action using what we now call social media. In 2006, Ms. Williams was one of the founders of The Nobel Women's Initiative along with sister Nobel Peace Laureates Rigoberta Menchu Tum, Shirin Ebadi, Wangari Maathai, Betty Williams and Mairead Corrigan Maguire, six women representing North America and South America, Europe, the Middle East and Africa who decided to bring together their experiences in a united effort for peace with justice and equality.
Voices of Technology and Peace: The International Broadband Commission
This panel will highlight technology’s role in the historic movements of the last several months, along with the rising importance of technology for youth.  The recent case studies from Tunisia and Egypt will showcase the use of technology to propagate human rights and freedom, to impact diplomacy, and to ultimately foster peace and development. Panelists will address the way that technology has impacted their lifestyle.

The Broadband Commission for Digital Development is dedicated to promoting the adoption of broadband-friendly practice and policies so that the entire world can take advantage of the benefits broadband can offer.  The Commission’s work is based on the belief that access to the internet is an essential element to facilitating social and economic change. The Broadband Commission was created by two United Nations agencies, the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) and UNESCO.
